


Poss also plans to unveil a wireless transmitter th at 
sends signals from the unit when it's ready to be e mptied.

And, he is developing a solar version of a Dumpster , 
where large retailers can compact their waste on si te. It's 
expected to come online at the end of the year.

Now 35, Poss' love of the mechanics of alternative 
energy started when he was a boy growing up near 

Boston, where he routinely took apart most of his family's small appliances and rebuilt the motors 
into something else, "crazy stuff" like little vehicles and airplanes.

"Through my life I've been interested in how machines work," Poss said.

As an environmental sciences major at Duke University, he developed a machine that generated 
electricity using waves. He soon devoted his life to alternative energy technology, developing drive 
systems for electric vehicles.

Then it was back to Babson College in Massachusetts to earn a master's degree in business. Part 
of his work there was a business plan for the solar trash compactor cans. The plan evolved into the 
business, incorporated in 2003. A Vail, Colo., ski resort bought the first one for a mountaintop 
location reachable only by Sno-Cat.

Though he invests a lot of his day working to make the world a cleaner place, Poss still has time to 
be on the faculty at Bainbridge Graduate Institute, where he teaches environmental 
entrepreneurship.

Poss admits he puts in very long hours fulfilling his passion, but has boundless energy left for 
future technologies. 

"The thing is, I really enjoy it. I've barely begun."
